AGREEMENT TO MEDIATE 


The undersigned parties hereby agree that the above matter shall be submitted to the Summit County Domestic Relations Court’s Settlement Week for Mediation pursuant to the applicable Local Rules, Ohio Revised Code Chapter 2710 which codifies the Uniform Mediation Act and Orders of this Court, and further acknowledge and agree that:

1. Mediation conferences are private.  For Settlement Week, if the parties are represented by counsel, they are required to attend.  A Guardian ad litem or Family Court Services Evaluator may attend the session with permission of the parties and the mediator. Persons other than parties (aka nonparty participants) may attend by the agreement of the parties and the mediator in order to proceed with the mediation session. 
2. The parties shall maintain the confidentiality of the mediation and shall not rely on, or introduce as evidence in any judicial proceeding any oral or written communications resulting from the mediation proceeding, including, but not limited to:

a. Views expressed or suggestions made by another party with respect to settlement of the dispute;

b. Admissions made by the other party in the course of the mediation;

c. Proposals made or views expressed by the mediator;

d. The fact that another party had or had not indicated willingness to accept a proposal for settlement; or

e. Records, reports or other documents created solely for use in the mediation.

3. Information concerning child abuse, neglect, abandonment, or exploitation of an individual required by law to be reported, threats of physical harm or attempts to inflict physical harm, or information the parties agree to disclose are not confidential.

4. The mediator may meet and consult individually with any party or their counsel during the mediation.  Confidential information disclosed under such circumstances shall not be divulged by the mediator.

5. No communication by a party or attorney to the mediator in private session shall operate as a waiver to attorney/client privilege.

6. The mediator shall not be compelled by subpoena or otherwise to divulge any records or to testify in regard to the mediation in any adversary proceeding or judicial forum.  All records, reports, and other documents received by the mediator while serving in that capacity shall be confidential.

7. The mediator shall have no liability for any act or omission in connection with this mediation process.

8. The parties understand that the mediator does not represent any party and does not provide legal advice.  Parties not represented by counsel are urged to seek legal advice from an attorney.

THE MEDIATOR’S ROLE IS TO CLARIFY THE ISSUES, IDENTIFY POSSIBLE SOLUTIONS AND HELP DEVELOP A PLAN.  THEY WILL NOT MAKE A DECISION FOR THE PARTIES.

IF AN AGREEMENT IS REACHED, IT WILL BE INCORPORATED INTO AN “AGREED ORDER” IF PARTIES ARE NOT REPRESENTED BY ATTORNEYS OR A “MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING” IF THERE ARE ATTORNEYS OF RECORD.

WE AGREE THAT DURING ALL MEDIATION CONFERENCES, WE WILL TREAT ONE ANOTHER AND ALL OTHER PARTICIPANTS WITH RESPECT.
